Application for Honors Credit in Music Performance Courses

How to apply for honors credit:  You must apply for honors credit for your performance class by June 1st of the year prior to the year in which you wish to receive the credit.  No student will be allowed to sign up for honors credit after the deadline, except with approval of your Guidance Officer.  By signing up for honors credit, you agree that you will satisfy all requirements for honors credit in the next school year and that these requirements must be certified by the signature of your music teacher by the end of the school year in order to be valid.  Failure to complete the requirements for honors credit, or to have those requirements validated by your music teacher will cause your final average to be calculated according to the “Regents Course” formula.
The requirement for Honors Credit in a half credit course will be half that of a full credit course.  Students taking a full credit course for half credit will need to satisfy the full requirement for honors credit for that course.  Students who are in more than one performing organization must complete requirements that apply to each course.  For example, students who are in chorus and band will only be able to use NYSBDA Band for their band course.  Also, students opting for a NYSSMA solo rating will need to do a solo on a band instrument for their band class and a vocal solo for their chorus class in order to receive honors credit for both courses.

With teacher approval, you can play in the ensemble during the concert. (Sign up at the beginning of the year to spread out the help.)
